“What is freedom?” and
“When are you most free?”

To get us into this question, let me tell you about my dog
Parsie, without a doubt, my favorite pet when | was a boy.
(The church member who gave her to us named her
“Parson” because she was black—Iike a preacher’s robe—
and belonged to the parson—the preacher.) Parsie was a
beautiful, affectionate little terrier mix and was a bundle of
fun. Until the bird dog came to visit her. We watched him
literally climb over the chain-link fence, putting his paws
into the spaces in the fence, one above the other until he
was over! The litter of puppies was fine, after all...

But one day, we found Parsie outside the fence, running
around with the other dog. That evening a neighbor came
to talk to my Dad. You see this was a semi-rural area, and
he had a pen with 25 little chicks that he intended to grow
up and sell. Well, the other dog and Parsie had gotten in-
side the pen and killed all the chicks. Dad paid for the
chicks, but the man warned him that once a dog tastes raw
chicken, you can't ever break it of the taste. I'll always be a
chicken killer.

But how did she get out? We put her back inside the
fence, and she got out again. One evening we saw Parsie
climbing the fence just like that old bird dog! Sadly we put
a leash on her collar. She was miserable, just moping
away the day. Daddy called a family conference. We
would have to give Parsie away, or she would spend the
rest of her life on a leash. We took her to the Humane So-
ciety and they promised to find her a good home, but | won-
dered.

| learned something about freedom that day. Parsie
learned from that bird dog to go wherever she wanted by
climbing any fence and to do whatever she wanted to those
chickens. But that didn’'t make her more free than before.
In fact, it was the opposite, because it caused her to lose
her family and her home and her way of life and everything
that was familiar.

That's a story about a dog. But what about people? What
is freedom, really? We are so fortunate to offer “Financial
Peace University” to our church! It involves becoming
“free” from the urge to spend. The concepts are fun to hear
by the very entertaining Dave Ramsey, and the ideas are
easy to understand. But making the needed changes to
become really free will be difficult. That's the bad news.

But here’s the good news: You are not a dog! Like a lot of
people, you may have “tasted” spending without self-
control. It will take some real work and prayer to do it dif-
ferently. But with prayer and God’s love and the church’s
encouragement, you can!! So, sign up. “If you know the
Son, you will be free indeed!” And that’s the Gospel truth.

SHROVE TUESDAY and a CARNIVAL

So, do you know what the words “Shrove Tuesday”
mean? It goes like this: Ash Wednesday is the first
day of Lent, the forty days (excluding Sundays) before
Easter. That is the time that we remember Jesus’
testing in the Wilderness for forty days and the Israel-
ites’ wandering in the Sinai Desert for forty years.

Back in the Middle Ages, (800 to 1400 A.D) Christians
in the Catholic Church practiced the spiritual discipline
of fasting during Lent. They would give up eating
good things like meat and sweet things during Lent to
remind them of Jesus’ sacrifice. Well, the night before
Lent (Ash Wednesday) became known as “Fat Tues-
day.” Since they wouldn't be eating any fat (meat) for
the next forty days, they would really “pig down” while
they could. It was also a time that they basically said,
“Goodbye to meat,” translated in Latin, “Carne Vale”.
Of course this became shortened to “Carnival!”

So, that's the origin of the phrase “Fat Tuesday” or
“Shrove Tuesday” in English, or “Mardi Gras” in
French. It was the time to have a “Carnival” since the
next forty days would be rather serious.
