WHERE WERE YOU 
BORN? 

 
I remember the story of the 
man who brought his boss 
home for dinner at his home.  
His wife had prepared a nice 
meal, and the father had 
coached his son to be very 
respectful of his boss, because 
he was a self-made man.  
Well, the boss acted rather, 
well, self-centered.  Everything 

he talked about was me me me and I I I I and mine 
mine mine.  The young boy kept listening very 
carefully to the boss as he spouted on and on about 
his accomplishments, etc.  Finally the boss said, 
“Sonny boy, why are you looking at me like that?”  
The boy said, “My dad said you were a self-made 
man.”  The boss straightened up proudly and said, 
“Well, I guess you could say that.”  Then the boy 
said, “Then why did you make yourself like that?” 
 

A well-known baseball coach was quoted in the 
Kansas City Times as saying, “Some people are 
born on third base and go through life strutting about 
as though they hit a triple!”  As I read that, I thought 
of various people who were “born with a silver 
spoon in their mouth,” or received a large 
inheritance and acted as if they earned it all and 
self-righteously criticized those who didn’t succeed, 
calling them “lazy” or “stupid.”   
 

As I thought about both of those stories, it occurred 
to me that there are no “self-made” men or 
women—even those who went from “rags to 
riches,”—because all of us have had people who 
helped us or encouraged us along the way.  But 
there is more than material success at stake here. 
 

I think of emotionally mature adults who came from 
emotionally secure homes; I think of great Christian 
lovers who were loved unconditionally by at least 
one other person who introduced them to the Master 
in a most effective way; I think of hard-working folks 
who had a father or employer who showed them the 
value of good, honest labor.  The list of examples 
goes on.  Where were you born? 
 

Lent is a time to examine ”where you were born,” a 
time of reflection, looking in the “mirror” of who you 
are.  We spend most of the year in activities of 
doing, “looking outward,” focusing our energies on 
“making it.”  But rarely do we actually sit down and 
reflect on our lives and where we’re going.  I’d like to 
invite you to take the six weeks of Lent to do a little 
self-reflection every day and look in our spiritual  
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 mirror.  May I suggest three practices that can help 

us. 
 

Thanksgiving.   Lent shouldn’t be simply a time of 
looking at my faults and ought-not-to’s but reflection 
on how I am so gifted and blessed.  “Who helped me 
get to where I am? To whom am I deeply and 
profoundly indebted for my life?  Who are the 4 or 5 
people who, if it weren’t for them, I would be much 
less than I am today?”  Lent is a time of writing notes 
of thanks or making phone calls to those special 
someones who may not even know what they did.  
Just think how nice it would be to receive such a 
note or call!  How wonderful to GIVE such a note or 
call! Maybe this is where it’s especially “more 
blessed to give than to receive”! 
 

Self-Discipline.   This is doing something 
intentionally that I don’t habitually do, so that 
eventually I can do it habitually.  It could be giving up 
a food, drink or habit that is destructive to me 
(alcohol, smoking, overeating) or adding a habit or 
style of life that would be most con structive 
(exercise, serving the needy, etc.)  It’s a time of 
“spring cleaning” of old (bad) habits and 
“remodeling” new (healthy) habits. 
 

Sacrifice.   Giving up something is important, but so 
is giving back something.  Giving up a luxury to save 
the money and give back to someone who wasn’t 
born on third base.”  Often we can’t ever repay the 
“someones” who helped us—but we can pass it on 
and perhaps become that “someone” for another 
who needs it.  Also, as we “do without” this 
convenience or that luxury, we feel a sense of loss, 
a lack, a hunger.  This is the way we identify, if only 
temporarily, with the vast majority of the world who 
live like this every day.  These are “the least” that 
Jesus said were his brothers and sisters, who are in 
fact our means of growing closer to Christ.   
 

So, where were you born?  Third Base or First 
Base?  Who can you coach to help catch up to you?  
Remember, there’s plenty of room at home.
