George’s sermon for Sunday, March 21:
THURSDAY: “A Supper and a Garden”
Matthew 26:26-28, 36-39,57
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On Skis, Skates,
Surf & Crosses

As our youth leave for their ski
trip, and other folks take off to
the beach or other spring break
activities, these thoughts seem
relevant.

On a ski trip you are likely to
hear these kinds of comments
from the beginners:

“These skis are too long to control!”
“These boots are too tight to let me move!”
“These poles keep getting in my way!”

And you'll hear these kinds of comments from
experienced, expert skiers:
“l think I'll get longer skis to have better control
with the speed.”
“The boots are nice ‘n firm—they protect my
ankles and give me great control.”
“My poles help me keep my balance.”

On a skating rink you’ll hear from the beginners:
“They roll right out from under me!”
“I'll never keep my balance if the axles for the
wheels ‘give’ like this.”

And from the experienced skaters:
“These wheels roll freely—I’ll go faster.”
“These axles give—helps me turn on a dime!”

At the beach you'll hear from the beginners:
“These waves are too high; they knock me down!”
“The surf is too fast; | can’t take this pounding!”

But from the experienced “beach bums” you hear:
“The waves are up! | can’t wait to surf!”
“Look how fast they're running! This will be fun!”

It's interesting:

The very characteristics of skis and skates and surf
that are a problem to the beginner will help when he/
she’s experienced! The only thing needed is to learn
HOW to use them.

The obstacle becomes an asset,

The stumbling block becomes a stepping stone,
The frustration becomes a blessing,

... WHEN we learn how to use it !

Each of us has problems, hassles, “too-tight boots,”
“too-loose wheels,” “too-long skis,” and *too-big
waves” that tend to sweep us under. But when,
through the guidance of the Holy Spirit, we learn
how to use them, we transform them. A few
examples:

Lack of mobility gave one person time to
meditate and read. The pain of an
incessant “thorn in the flesh” gave another
compassion for others’ pain.

A difficult relationship with a supervisor
helped one worker know who his REAL Lord
is and developed compassion for his own
subordinates.

Experiencing intimidation from a college
professor gave a student-teacher the
understanding of how students can be
intimidated and, more importantly, the
determination never to intimidate another.

A dysfunctional family relationship gave
another person insight into the unconditional
love of her Heavenly Father.

It was said of Jesus: “He knew how to spot the tides
of history, and he rode them like a Hawaiian surfer.”

Even a shameful, cruel cross became a symbol of
triumphant, loving victory over death! Jesus said,
“Take up your cross (voluntarily, enthusiastically,
proactively), and follow me.” Use it; don't let it
abuse you. Become an “expert’. Stop being a
victim; be a victor—in Jesus!
