S Seder Meal

For centuries, Jews throughout the world have celebrated the first Passover
with a SEDER meal. The Seder is a family ritual meal based on Exodus 13:8,
which commands Jews to re-tell the story of their Exodus from Egypt. If not
for God's divine intervention (the Exodus), Jews would still be slaves in
Egypt. This is traditionally a family meal where the elder of the family relates
details of the Exodus to other family members, especially the youngsters!

Join us in a Seder Meal, Holy Thursday at 6:00 in the Fellowship Hall,
sponsored by the Worship Committee. Although this will be an unusually light
meal, it is a great opportunity for all of us to join together and re-live this
important tradition.

She can tell you all about it. We recommend that children first grade and
older be included in the gathering and sit with their parents/grandparents as
part of the “family meal”.

This promises to be an event we will all remember...and maybe relate to our
children in years to come.

Telling the story, sharing our history

George’s sermon for Sunday, March 28
Friday: “Tried, Crucified and Torn”
Mark 15:6-15,.21-24; 37-39
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The Holiest Week of the Year

As we move toward what we call
“Holy Week,” beginning March
28, I'm remembering several
guestions I've heard from time to
time around this time of year
about this season. “Holy Week”
is simply the last week of Jesus’
earthly life, beginning with Palm

Sunday when he entered
Jerusalem riding on a donkey, to the day of his
resurrection from the dead on Easter Sunday.
Simply put, this is the drama of God’s unconditional
love, put into action through Jesus. Jesus was “the
Word made flesh,” but he didn't just talk, because
talk is cheap. Jesus acted, or, speaking more
precisely, God, through Jesus, acted.

Palm Sunday is the celebration of God’s HUMBLE
LOVE. Jesus came riding into Jerusalem humbly,
on a donkey, not a horse or a chariot. The people
cheered him, wanted him to be a military general
who would violently “cleanse” their land of the hated
Roman army. Instead, he “cleansed the Temple,”
calling for it to be a house of prayer. In human
political terms, Jesus “missed his chance”! Masses
of people were there for the Passover; many surely
were concealing weapons, waiting for any
opportunity.  Politically, Jesus blew it He came
humbly, peacefully, and demonstrated that God's
love is not aggressive or hateful — God’s love is
humble.

During the ensuing week, Jesus taught in the
Temple area, sharply criticized the religious leaders
and foretold the eventual destruction of Jerusalem.
The plot to capture and kill Jesus was hatched by
the priests and scribes, recruiting Judas as the
betrayer.

On Thursday night, Jesus demonstrated God's
SERVANT LOVE. Jesus celebrated the Jewish
Passover Supper with his disciples. This was
normally celebrated with one’s immediate family and
close friends. By now, the disciples were his family.
On this night he did two very significant things. One,
he washed his disciples’ feet and commanded that
they do the same toward each other. “If I, your Lord
and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought
to wash one another’s feet.” (John 13:14) This is the
night that he commanded that they love one another
as he loved them. Incidentally, that's why it's called
Maundy Thursday. The Latin word for mandate is
“mandare,” which was later spelled maundare,

shortened to “Maundy.” It's simply the night of the
command “... to love one another as | have loved
you.” (John 13:34)

Another significant act Jesus did on that same
night was to institute the Lord’s Supper, saying
“This (bread) is my body ... this (wine) is my blood
... whenever you eat and drink, remember
me” (Luke 22:14-20). Therefore, on Maundy
Thursday we always celebrate communion and
remember Jesus’ Servant love.

Later that night, Jesus was betrayed by Judas,
denied by Peter, and abandoned by the other ten
disciples. He was unjustly tried by the Jews and
Romans and brutally executed by crucifixion on
what we call “Good Friday” or “Black Friday.”
Reasons for calling it Black Friday are obvious.
But why call it “Good Friday”? The reason is not
that it was “good” for Jesus, but that Jesus’ death
demonstrated the “good news” of God’s
SACRIFICIAL LOVE in an unmistakable way.
Only in retrospect would his Disciples finally
understand: “God loves us this much!” That
stunning reality is good news for the world.

On the third day, Sunday morning, Jesus was
mysteriously, miraculously raised from the dead.
Now, don’t ask me HOW God did this!! All | know
is that somehow, some way, God raised Jesus
from death, and he was in fact experienced by the
women, the remaining eleven disciples and many
others. Human fear, ignorance, hatred, political
intrigue and failure couldn’t keep him dead. This
is God’'s VICTORIOUS LOVE. That experience
was so awesome, so decisive, that it changed
their lives forever, and they did all they could to
share that good news with the rest of the world.

Holy Week is the reenacted drama of the greatest
week in the history of the world. | hope you
worship with us as we celebrate God’s love seen
so clearly. Why? Only one reason: | want you to
experience that same Love in your life.
