“Lab” for  
Discipleship 101 

 
When I was in college, I took 
Zoology, the study of animal life.  
This 4-credit hour course had three 
hours of classroom time each week 
plus two hours of laboratory (lab) 
time.  In the “lab” we did what we 
read about the rest of the time.  If 
we studied vertebrate anatomy, we 
dissected a frog in lab (Yes, we 
actually touched it!) and identified 

each of the body parts that we saw in the drawings in 
the book.  That was true of almost all science courses.  
Classroom study was the theory ; the lab time was the 
real, “hands-on” practice  of the theory.  (Most often the 
real thing was more interesting but wasn’t nearly as neat 
and easy to see as the multi-colored drawing!)  It would 
be unthinkable to have a course in zoology, merely 
reading about animals, without actually touching and 
experiencing the real thing in the lab.  
 

That’s what mission trips are to me.  They are the lab 
portion of the life-long “course” we all take called 
“Christian Discipleship 101”.   In the classroom (Sunday 
school, worship, etc.), we hear from missionaries when 
they come back and report; we sing songs about 
missions; we read about the great missionaries; we 
study the Acts of the Apostles and Paul’s “Missionary 
Journeys”; we study about Jesus’ “Great Commission”.  
But, sadly, many people never get to experience the  
real thing.   In academic terms, we would say they took 
“Discipleship 101” and skipped the lab sessions.  (If you 
do that in college, you flunk the course.)  No wonder 
some folks don’t “get it”.  We shouldn’t be surprised 
when the Christian faith becomes boring to them at 
some point and they wonder, “What’s the reason for all 
this Bible study?” and they start to fade in their church 
participation.  They missed out on the lab, the hands-on 
training in doing the Christian life, and it never became 
“real” for them. 
 

That’s my answer to anyone who says, “Why waste all 
that money to fly to a foreign country and do medical 
missions or building houses or ‘whatever’?   We could 
just use the same money and send it to them directly 
and get a lot more ‘bang for the buck’.”  Why spend that 
money?  Because WE need to go and actually put into 
practice our discipleship.  WE need to go do something 
totally selfless, often beyond our comfort zone, in order 
to grow.  WE need to practice self-sacrifice, discomfort, 
inconvenience,  and frustration, if only for a week.   
 

WE need to actually experience the humble joy of giving 
ourselves for others, of sharing with them the love of 
Jesus and of being the “Body of Christ” to them.   
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And when we give of ourselves this way, a miracle 
happens:  we RECEIVE far more than we give!  Our 
brief discomfort is nothing when we see others’ lifetime 
struggles; our self-sacrifice is so small when we see 
others sacrificing for us; our feelings of frustration fade 
when we see the persistence and courage that others 
routinely live out.  In short, we are deeply humbled and 
moved by others’ faith and we become deeply thankful.  
We experience  the Christian Faith in its most alive form 
and we are profoundly blessed.  Of course, these 
blessings we receive are not why we do it, but they are a 
wonderful “by-product”!!! 
 

Last summer in Waslala, Nicaragua, we received some 
other incredible gifts:  seeing the joy in the eyes of an 
old woman putting on her new set of reading glasses 
and threading a needle for the first time in years; giving 
worm medicine to a crying (She can’t stand the taste.) 
little girl with a distended belly full of parasites, knowing 
she will now become well; giving vitamins to all the 
children, knowing this will give them just a little bit of a 
better chance at life; giving antibiotics to hundreds who 
will become well; giving tooth brushes and toothpaste to 
hundreds, helping them to stay healthier.  More than 
that, we got to hear a woman from one of the outlying 
towns say to us, “Thank you for not forgetting us.”  And 
the hugs—ah, the hugs!  We hugged folks hundreds of 
times and gave and received God’s love in the way that 
transcended any language barrier.   
 

So, where’s your “Waslala”?  Not everyone will go to a 
remote village for medical work, but everyone must 
take the lab for Discipleship 101, or you flunk the  
course!   Everyone must be “in mission” in some 
significant way if they expect to grow as a fully 
committed Disciple of Jesus Christ.  For some of you, it 
will include being a Christian parent, teaching a cranky 
2-year old God’s forgiveness or reminding a strong-
willed teenager that “Jesus wouldn’t talk that way.”  
Others will regularly go to a neighbor’s home to take 
care of a bedfast person while the spouse has a break; 
others will serve hot meals to homes or bag food for 
Matthew 25 Mission; our UMW makes kits for Foster 
Parents; we served a Christmas dinner; our youth have 
mission trips every summer; there are dozens, hundreds 
of “Waslala’s” needing our attention and offering to us 
the gift of the lab experience of giving ourselves away 
and growing as Disciples of Jesus Christ.   
 

And may I offer one more thought: Give more than one 
hour a month !!  Make a true sacrifice of yourself if you 
truly want to grow!  I urge you, for your own sake, to 
make sure you are taking the lab portion of the “course” 
of Christian Discipleship.  It will make the rest of the 
course come alive for you.  Guaranteed.
