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HOLY MOMENTS

It was an ordinary day for Ellen.
A resident of New York City, she
was walking to the subway after
work on her way home. There
on a corner was a cluster of
about a dozen people
surrounding a little girl, perhaps
4 or 5 years old, who was
sobbing profusely.  Obviously
she was lost or separated from

her family, and she was scared.
Everyone seemed to be trying to comfort her, but
she shrunk from their help, continuing to sob. As
Ellen walked toward the cluster, the little girl's eyes
met hers, and, for some reason, the little girl
reached out for her. Ellen knelt down and just held
her tightly, comforting her and saying nothing. It
could only have lasted a few moments but it
seemed like time had stopped for eternity.
Suddenly the little girl released her grip and
squealed, “Mommy!” She ran to her mother, who
had been obviously searching for her frantically,
and hugged her tightly. The mother looked at
Ellen with appreciative eyes, as if to say, “Thank
you so much for caring for my child!”

As Ellen watched the two walk away together,
reunited and no longer afraid, a strange glow
descended over her. She had just experienced a
“Holy Moment,” what Paul Tillich called “The
Eternal Now.” Somehow the walk home seemed
easier, the grocery shopping seemed more joyful,
the greeting her family seemed richer, deeper.
She went to bed that night with a sense of peace
and contentment she hadn'’t felt for a long time.
She realized that this had been a holy moment for
her, a time that she had been an instrument of
God’s love by caring for a frightened child of God.

Like Ellen, most of us don't have too many of
these “holy moments”—times that we realize that
we're actually doing what we were created to do
and really making a significant difference with our
lives. Oh, we believe that God loves us; we know
that we are trying to be faithful in serving God; for
the most part we are living according to God’s
design. But most of the time, our life seems very
routine, whether it is in the stress of a hectic
calendar of multiple, seemingly endless demands,
or whether it is the stress of an empty calendar
that is boring and pointless. Most of what we're
doing is simply making it through another day in a
long series of days, rather than really making a
difference. There is little that gives life depth and

fulfilment—until we have a holy moment like Ellen
had.

As your pastor, | want each one of you to discover
the incredible joy of being used by God—that the
Creator of the Universe would actually use little oI’ me
to do a holy task! That is one of the most exhilarating
experiences of life—to know that our lives count for
something, that we are making a divine difference
and that the Lord of lords is smiling on us and saying
gratefully, “Thank you! Well done!” When we do not
“pass by’ someone in need but show compassion,
just like the Samaritan on the Road to Jericho, we
discover that this entire road is, and has always been,
holy ground; we just didn't know it before. When we
share our faith with another in our actions or in our
words, we discover the true “Reason for Our Hope,”
and then the rest of our actions and words somehow
become more meaningful, more purposeful, more
significant—more holy.

That is what our “Faith Promise” weekend is all about.
We will be hearing from folks who are in mission in a
variety of ways—some of them across the ocean and
some of them across town. We will hear how their
lives are deepened by being used by God, and we
will have a chance to consider our own lives. Also,
on Saturday we will have an opportunity to actually
do something for someone who really needs it, and to
do it in the name of Jesus Christ! On Sunday, we will
have the privilege of worshiping this Holy God and
the opportunity to make a “Faith Promise”—a promise
to God to give some of our financial resources for
God’s missions locally and globally.

The schedule of events is on the flyer in this week’s
Advocate. | hope you will read it carefully and give
yourself the opportunity to “Be Used by God”. | hope
you will attend all, but at least one of the meals on
Friday and Saturday and the sharing of these who
are in mission. | hope you will bring your children on
Saturday morning so that they can have the
experience of being “Used by God”. | hope that you
will offer yourself in service in one of our sites. | hope
you will come Sunday and worship as we offer our
financial resources for the next 12 months to make a
difference and help others to be used by God.

| hope all of the above, but | know that if you offer
yourself selflessly, you will discover that you are “on
Holy Ground”, and, like Ellen, your life will be
deepened as you are used by God.
