MOTHERS MATTER 
 

For all of King Solomon’s glory 
and wisdom and wealth, he had 
one huge flaw, and it was the 
undoing of the Kingdom of Israel 
after his death.  It wasn’t his 
military strategy; and it wasn’t 
even his lavish spending.  It was 
his choice of pagan religious 
educators for his own children 
who were the next generation of 
Israel’s leaders.  How could he 

do such a thing?  He married women from other 
countries.  Now, that was a common practice by 
royalty at that time.  If you marry the daughters of the 
neighboring kings, they’ll each form an alliance with 
you, and you can have peace and tranquility during 
your lifetime.  It’s smart politically in the short term, 
but it was a disaster in the long term for the covenant 
people of God.   
 

What Solomon did not consider—and surely with all 
his legendary wisdom, he should have known better—
was that in that culture, the mother was the primary 
religious educator of the children!  In effect, Solomon 
deprived his children of what he had—a mother who 
believed in Yahweh, the God of Israel.  And, by 
marrying those wives, he doomed all his children to 
becoming believers in pagan gods.  This was not only 
tragic for them; the political and religious 
repercussions for the entire nation were tragic!  Not 
surprisingly, the kingdom that Solomon had amassed 
fell apart upon his death, and for the next 500 years or 
more, the land was filled with strife and unfaithfulness.  
Also, the nation envisioned by God, when he called 
Abraham and Sarah in Genesis 12:1-3 to be a 
blessing to all the nations of the world, became a 
fiasco like all the rest.  And a lot of the reason goes 
back to Solomon’s choice of mothers for his children.  
But that was 950 B.C.   
 

What about today?  One of the most extensive studies 
of faith development ever conducted on the American 
people found that the "who" or "what" that had the 
most positive influence on people’s religious faith, 
regardless of age group, sex or denomination, was—
you guessed it—"my mother."  [National and 
International Religion Report, 4 (March12, 1990)].  
 

Our mothers are the ones who, like it or not, have 
exerted the greatest influence on our lives in teaching 
us who God is and how we relate to God.  Yes, we 
know that they weren’t perfect, and, yes, we know that 
some of them made some huge mistakes.  (They 
know that better than anyone.)  But our mothers did 
give us life and they did teach us, in a large part, our  
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understanding of God.  Are we profoundly 
dependent upon our mothers? Absolutely.  Will we 
need to grow out of some of what our Mothers 
taught us?  Certainly.  Jesus did, and he had a 
terrific mother.   
 

The bottom line is this: Mothers matter when it 
comes to their children’s faith development.  And 
being a mother is arguably the hardest job in the 
world anyway.  Now they have the joy (and 
burden) of knowing that they affect the spiritual 
future of their children (and their children’s 
children) more than any single individual.  Mothers 
need our support and our thanks and our prayers 
and especially our encouragement. 
 

So, let’s hear it for all the mothers!! 
 

· Mothers who have sat up all night with sick 
toddlers in their arms, wiping up barf laced with 
Oscar Mayer wieners and cherry Kool-Aid 
saying, "It's okay honey, Mommy's here."  

· Mothers who have waited up into the wee 
hours for a rebellious, teenage child who insists 
on “doing my own thing.” 

· Mothers who gave birth to babies that they'll 
never see again and the mothers who adopted 
those babies and loved them into being their 
own. 

· Young mothers stumbling through diaper 
changes and sleep-deprivation—and mature 
mothers learning to let go. 

· Mothers who have sat in rocking chairs for 
hours on end, soothing crying babies who can't 
be comforted. 

· Mothers who have priceless art collections 
hanging on their refrigerator doors. 

· Mothers who show up at work bleary-eyed with 
spit-up in their hair, milk stains on their blouses 
and diapers in their purses, and they smile and 
say, “How can I help you?” 

· Mothers who taught their sons to cook and 
their daughters to sink a jump shot 

· Mothers whose children have gone astray and 
who can't find the words to reach them. 

· Mothers who bite their lips until they bleed 
when their 14 year olds dye their hair green. 

· Mothers who taught their children to 
be peaceful, and now pray that they come 
home safely from war. 

 

Thank you, Mothers!  You have sacrificed much; 
you have taught us who God is; and we are forever 
grateful to you!
