prayerfully considered my future.  Not knowing what my 
future looked like wasn't the easiest time in my life.  Most of 
us have been there at one time or another wouldn't you 
say? 
 

By God's grace I interviewed with Delta and was one of 215 
folks hired for our training class.   At that time we were the 
largest training class in Delta's history.  In that month of 
training I would meet people that were great individuals and 
would develop relationships that have lasted for over 
twenty years.   
 

What have been some of the rewards of stepping out in 
faith and taking that job to be a flight attendant?  Delta Air 
Lines and Lloyd and Ann Daniel helped pay for my 
seminary education.  When I left Perkins School of 
Theology at SMU, I was debt free going into the 
ministry.  Amen!  Another gift was learning to work with all 
types of people.   In any Church you will have people from 
all walks of life.  When you learn to appreciate how God 
has blessed and arranged the body of Christ, it releases 
you to enjoy each relationship that comes your 
way.  When I think  about how God's calling on my life has 
incorporated my good decisions and my not so good ones, 
I have to stop and thank the Lord for His mercy and His 
love.   
 

As you read this article, you might find yourself in a place of 
having to make a decision about your future.  A few things I 
would remind you of this day:   
 Psalm 139:1-3    "O Lord, you have searched me 
       and known me,  
 2   You know when I sit down and when I rise up; 
       you discern my thoughts from far away.  
 3   You search out my path and my lying down, and 
       are acquainted with all my ways."   
 

In other words, God knows exactly what's going on in your 
life.  I believe when Jesus said “I am the Way, the Truth, 
and the Life”, He meant it.   
 

Have you considered allowing the Lord to take control of 
your situation? If we as followers of Jesus Christ are going 
to experience His peace and plan for our lives, the 
only  way that will happen is when we surrender our hearts 
and lives to Him in an act of trust and obedience.   Yes, I 
still believe I would have become a minister eventually but 
because the Lord allowed me the faith to step out of my 
comfort zone, my life has never been the same.  When I 
said “yes” to the invitation in front of me,  I didn't do it alone, 
neither will you. 
 
Jesus is Lord!

When I interviewed for the flight attendant job with Delta Air 
Lines, I had no earthly idea what it would entail.  I had a dear 
friend who was flying for Delta and she did her best to explain 
to me what you do as an attendant.  But it wasn't until I was 
actually trained and doing trips that I realized what the job 
was really like.  Like most people I saw flight attendants 
giving safety instructions, serving beverages along with 
meals and snacks, but there was a lot more to the job than 
meets the eye.  I learned that the most important job you did 
was to prepare for an emergency.  As a flight attendant you 
had to know how the safety equipment worked, how to 
perform CPR, and to be ready to assist people in getting off 
the jet safely in case of a crash.  This meant I had to know all 
these things for about eight jets that Delta flew at the time. 
 

This job would include working with other crew members in 
rather confining spaces and usually 30,000 feet in the air.  I 
met people literally from all walks of life.  I've met sports 
stars, T.V. stars, movie stars, Supreme Court Justice's, 
politicians, all types of people.  Meeting new people was one 
of the best parts of the job.  In fact, one of my favorite 
pastimes in the airport was watching all types of people go 
from here to there.  The majority of the people were 
great.  You would have your occasional person that was not 
very nice.  You know what I learned, though?  Many times a 
person who was upset had something going on before they 
even stepped on the plane.  It usually didn't have any thing to 
do with me.   Once I began to sense what the problem was I 
didn't take it personally.  The work that the Lord allowed me 
to do as a flight attendant has been a major factor in who I 
am as a person and as a follower of Jesus. I would like to 
believe that my strengths as a Pastor have been enriched by 
my work as a flight attendant. 
 

These things I share with you because I almost didn't take 
the job with Delta.  There were things that made me think that 
being a flight attendant wasn't for me.  One, I had just spent 4 
1/2 years studying to become a hospital administrator and 
this job didn't line up with my education.  Secondly, I would 
have to leave home and be away from my family and 
friends.  Taking vacations I love, but leaving for good 
sounded kinda scary.  Going to a new state and new city 
would force me to make new friends and learn about how 
other people lived.  Knowing my environment was safe and 
literally stress free.  Third, what if I didn't like working for 
Delta and found that the job wasn't for me?  All of these 
things were rolling around in my head and heart as I  
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CONGRATULATIONS!
