As the leader of the Nicaraguan VIM to 
Waslala, I want to take this opportunity to 
thank our church family for their support in 
prayers, money, and supplies. We want to 
let you all know about several members of 
the community assisted us in our mission.   
Our thanks to Dr. Mark Weems for 
donations of toothbrushes and toothpaste, 
Jim Dicus for getting the glasses we 
needed, and to Valley View Regional 
Hospital for donation of medical supplies.  
Also the physicians who went, Dr. JoAnn 
Carpenter and Dr. Glen Diacon donated 
supplies.  Numerous people in the church 
and community donated money toward 
medications.  This year we took extra 
medications because we had 6 people 
seeing patients and prescribing 
medications.  We saw more patients this 
time than we have ever seen.  On three of 
the days, we traveled 3 hours to and from 
small communities in the back of a large 
truck and saw at least 200-250 people.  
Then at one community, we crossed a 
rapidly flowing stream by walking or 
crawling over it on a 2x12 board (used as  
a bridge). These were very long days. We 
came back exhausted but encouraged that 
we did our best to bring some relief/comfort 
to an impoverished group of God’s people.

As a flight attendant for Delta Air Lines 
for over 6 1/2 years,  I put my life in the 
hands of pilots on a regular 
basis.  Many of these men and women 
were former military pilots with 

outstanding credentials.  Credentials  that would make 
anyone feel safe to fly with them.  When you know that 
many of these pilots have landed on aircraft carriers in the 
dead of night in the middle of the ocean, it brings an 
assurance that they can handle pretty much anything here 
in the continental United States.  Many times as I sat in the 
gate house watching people get on and off planes, I would 
think about how we all, at times, put our faith in people and 
in machines. 
 

When I think about trusting God or someone with all my 
heart, I think about Ginger, my parents and sister, my 
friends.  Then I wonder how I've done in the trust 
department.  Honestly, only by God's grace can I point to 
moments of trust throughout my life.  So many times when 
I'm really honest I have to admit that my trust is really in 
myself.

trust Him for?  Jesus didn't lose Peter and He will not lose 
you or I when we step out of the boat in faith.
