This past week | was privileged to join other clergy from
around our conference for a church growth program
called Natural Church Development (NCD). This seminar
was one in which Methodist clergy were trained to be
coaches for this Church growth program. One of the
most interesting aspects of this training was a portion that
talked about the description of the various members of a
Church. A book that we received is called “The 3 Colors
of Ministry”. This ministry tool enables a church to assist
its members in developing a better understanding of what
each person is really passionate about when it comes to
their faith. Think about this for a minute. If you are a
person that is committed to social justice issues, how
does your faith interact with someone who is more
committed to having revivals? The most powerful
revelation about this teaching is when Christians who
have different passions understand what makes each
other tick, they can begin to truly appreciate the gifts that
each person brings to the table. In other words, when we
understand why some people are more excited about
spreading God’'s Word, others are more excited about
prayer, or others more excited about missions, then
instead of struggling with each other we can celebrate
and affirm the entire body of Christ!

This church growth method was specifically targeted to
teach us how to be a coach for a church that would
decide to put into practice the NCD model of church
growth. On Wednesday, our seminar leaders shared with
us some of the statistics of churches that did NCD with
coaches and those who didn't use coaches for their
experience. The percentages of the churches that used a
coach to assist them during their implementation of the
NCD program was drastically higher in growth than the
churches that didn’'t use a coach for their program. It
reminded all of us that we need outside eyes and a
person who truly has a desire to see your church become
all that God wants it to be. The men and women who
have been trained to be coaches and those who are
being trained this week are pastors who are committed to
seeing the United Methodist Church become vibrant and
healthy. Our conference is blessed to have leadership
that will not give in to mediocrity and succumb to
whatever will be will be! For the record your pastor is one
who believes that the United Methodist Church can be an
even greater witness for Jesus Christ.

Many of you know that the United Methodist Church for a
number of decades has been in a membership
decline. As a Christian denomination we have seen
literally millions of people be taken off our membership
rolls. For those of us who love the Church and want to
see it grow and be vibrant, our hearts are burdened and
saddened by a shrinking Church. But what | want you to
know is, there are United Methodist pastors and laity that
are determined and committed to seeing the Church grow
and become a greater witness for the Lord and His
kingdom. Matthew 16:18 “And | tell you, you are Peter,
and on this rock | will build my church, and the gates of
Hades will not prevail against it”. In seminary we studied
a twentieth century theologian by the name Karl Barth. In
one of his books, I'll never forget the description of the
church. “There is a visible and an invisible church”. We
are reminded that throughout history the church has been
a force of good, sometimes not so good, but always there
was a remnant that always lifted up the name of
Jesus. We also have experienced the church in moments
of great passion and effectiveness as well as seasons of
drifting and complacency. Never, ever, forget that God
created the Church and regardless of our strengths and
short comings, the church will prevaill Amen.

When you think of the Church, what comes to your heart
and mind? Are you stirred with passion and a desire to
see your Church become all that God wants it to become
or do you find yourself in a place of whatever will be will
be? | think for most of us the spectrum of feelings and
thoughts toward the church has been one of great
affection and at times great struggle. The one thing that |
believe with all my heart though, is when a group of
people are convinced that nothing is impossible with God
that the Church of Jesus Christ can come alive and fulfill
the calling that God has for it.

The text | opened with in the beginning of this article is
one that reminds me of a couple of things. (1) Our God is
one who desires us to seek Him while we can. As we
move into a new school year and a change of seasons
this is a great time to rediscover the Church and God's
love for you and your family. (2) Our God is merciful. We
are blessed to belong to a God who loves us enough to
give us His Son as a sacrifice for our sins. He loves you
and me. (3) God's thoughts and God’s ways are super-
natural. If you're like me and try to handle things on your
own, is it time for us to give God an opportunity to work in
our lives?
