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Words From the Pastor . . .

For one hundred plus years the
congregation of First United
Methodist Church of Ada, Oklahoma
has been lifting up the name of
Jesus and meeting people’s spiritual,
physical and relational needs. To be
appointed as your Senior Pastor and
to be in ministry with you is humbling
and gratifying. Ginger and | are here
because we believe that God wants

us to serve along side you for the building of God's
Kingdom here in Ada, our nation, and all over the
world. When | came to visit several weeks ago and
listened to your church leaders talk about what God is
doing through you, | was blessed. Sometimes we do
so much that we forget all the things that is being
accomplished for Christ. Thank you for all that you
have done and all that you are doing in Christ’s holy
name.

When Jesus and His disciples walked around the
towns that surrounded the Sea of Galilee and
ministered to the people, word began to get out that
amazing miracles were taking place. There were
accounts of Him feeding thousands of people, healing
the sick, casting out demons, and even raising the
dead! You can imagine to a person that needed
healing, a person who was hungry, or a person who
simply needed hope that maybe this man could do
something for them. It's funny in the church when you
talk about asking God for things. Most people won't
have a problem asking God to heal others, supply
others, or do amazing miracles for other people. Yet,
when it comes to asking God for something in your life
many times the train of thought changes. Somewhere
down the line someone has told us that we shouldn’t
ask for things from God. That would be self serving or
selfish. If you grew up in a loving home where your
parents did their best to take care of you, did you ever
think it was wrong for you to ask your parents for
something?

Read this passage from Matthew 7:7-11 and tell me if
you think God wants us to ask Him for small things,
medium things or even large things in our lives.
“Ask, and it will be given to you; search and you

will find; knock, and the door will be opened for
you. (8) For everyone who asks receives, and
everyone who searches finds, and for everyone
who knocks, the door will be opened. (9) Is there
anyone among you who, if your child asks for
bread, will give a stone? (10) Or if the child as ks
for a fish, will give a snake? (11) If you then, who
are evil, know how to give good gifts to your

children, how much more will your Father in
heaven give good things to those who ask
him!”

If someone has told you that you shouldn’t ask your
Heavenly Father for those things that concern you or
simply the desires of your heart, they're wrong, and
that's not our faith. To be sure, God is not a genie in
the bottle that we rub when we want something. But |
believe that God does want to meet our physical,
emotional, relational and spiritual needs!

As we begin our journey together, it is critical that we
know and believe that our God loves us and has
many wonderful things for our Church and for each of
us. Like many of you, | was raised around the
philosophy of making my own way, pulling my self up
by my own bootstraps, etc. It's not that hard work
isn’t important; it is. When we are asking, seeking
and knocking this will be in times of great victory and
sometimes in moments of great challenge. If | was
your enemy, the last thing | would want you to believe
is that God truly wants to take care of all our needs.
Remember what happened when Jesus, along with
His disciples, began to feed the multitudes? Do you
think anyone came to those meetings? Absolutely!
When the people of Ada sense a peace and a joy
flowing from our lives even in the midst of struggle
they will want to know where that strength and joy
can be found! We know who the Bread of Life is.

One thing | want you to know is how much | respect
Dr. George Warren and how he has blessed me in
our common ministry. When George and | both
served in Broken Arrow, we got to know each other
and had opportunities to be in ministry together. He
is a wonderful brother in Christ and | am thankful for
all he has done in assisting me as | prepare to be
your Pastor. George and Rosilyn are amazing folks
whom God has blessed and continues to use for the
building of His kingdom. Please join me in praying for
God’s blessings upon the Warrens as they begin their
ministry in the Bartlesville District.

This week, | invite you to think on this scripture: “And
my God will fully satisfy every need of yours
according to his riches in glory in Christ
Jesus.” (Philippians 4:19). What is it in your life that
you desire to see fulfilled?
